About 12 years ago, Sandy Cambron noticed her mother, Pearl Walker, had become quiet after she moved into a nursing home for patients of Alzheimer's disease in Kentucky.

“We tried everything — photos, old stories — but nothing worked,” she said. “It was really hard for everyone to see how she had changed.” Then one day while Sandy was in a toy store, she had an idea: Why not give Pearl a baby doll so she could feel as if she were caring for something again? And why not give one to all the other care center seniors?

As soon as Sandy gave Pearl the doll, her mother's face lit up. “She started talking again and she never went anywhere without that baby,” Sandy said. “She took 'baby' to the dining room with her and slept with her in her arms every night. When she passed away a year later, we even buried her with that well-loved baby doll.”

In the following 10 years, Sandy and her husband, Wayne Cambron, continued to buy dolls and hand them out to the elderly of care centers near their home every New Year. Now Pearl's Memory Babies is a nonprofit (非营利) organization that has contributed more than 300 dolls to old people with Alzheimer's disease at nursing homes since February 2018.

Last year, Sandy posted New Year’s photos on Facebook, all of which are about seniors reacting to dolls that she and Wayne sent to a local nursing home. The post was shared more than 210,000 times overnight. People gave almost $15,000 online. That helped the group buy many dolls.

“The dolls offer treatment and comfort,” said Elise Hinchman, who works at a care center in Kentucky, "Some seniors cry when they get a doll. And they always rock and talk to their dolls. People with Alzheimer might lose their memories, but they don't lose their ability to love.”

When travelling to Dali in Yunnan province, you may find many white cloth decorations with blue patterns hung on the wall in the local buildings. They are tie-dyed (扎染的) handicrafts of the Bai ethnic group. The textile (纺织品) dyeing technique can be traced back to more than 1,000 years ago and reached its height during the Ming and Qing dynasties. The tie-dyes use hand-weaved white cloth and colors obtained from plants. People use needle and thread to make different folds in a cloth and put it into a dye pot several times until the color becomes darker. Common patterns are geometric shapes and flowers. The tradition was listed as a national intangible cultural heritage in 2006. And to many, the process goes beyond craftsmanship (技艺).
    “Tie-dyeing is a lifestyle that we want to pass on to others. It’s about harmony between the Bai people and nature,” Zhang Hanmin, 36, told China Daily. During a visit to her home in Zhoucheng village, she noticed that few young Bai people were interested in their traditions, choosing instead cheaper, machine-made clothes. This made Zhang decide to move back to her village to help revive the ancient tie-dye technique.
    She learned how to tie-dye using colors from plants and draw traditional tie-dye patterns from the local elders. A 90-year-old craftsman taught her how to extract a blue color from a plant. Zhang was inspired by the man, who worked for more than an hour without drinking water or resting. I’m touched by their attitude and love for nature, and it encourages me to continue when I face difficulties,” she said.
     After mastering the technique, Zhang started a class to teach the kids and young people in Dali. She believes that “it’s like sowing a seed---who knows which of them will become an inheritor(继承者) or guardian of our culture in the future”.

My granddad often helped me make a tool to catch fish when I was young and we would spend hours along a river. It was lovely for both of us then. Many more of today’s grandparents have a growing sense of adventure. And a trend is catching on: skip-gen travel — grandparents taking fun-filled vacations with grand kids without their parents along.

A survey found that 83% of grandparents put travel with their grand kids as the number one thing when they retire. Skip-gen travel gets popular for good reason. Kids have their lives enriched and learn outside classrooms. This is also a time of talking and sharing ideas.

“How grandparents talk to children is different from how parents talk to them. Actually, I feel on a more equal footing with my grandchildren than I do with my own children,” Annie Collins, a travel architect and also part of the trend, says. “Kids away from their parents are more open to ideas and willing to express themselves. It’s not just kids gaining from traveling. Who gets the most out of this? You might think it’s them but it’s us.” According to a study by the Cleveland Clinic, grandparents who help watch and spend time with grand kids may actually live longer than their peers（同龄人）.

It’s also important to recognize that grandparents often have more time to travel. Unlike their children, who may still be in the pursuit of a personal career that offers limited time off, grandparents are often retired and likely have a different viewpoint on life, prioritizing experiences and family. So knowing the kids are in great hands, moms and dads will have a bit of time to themselves — some much-needed leisure time alone to rest and recharge their batteries.

However, skip-gen travel is not for every grandparent. After all, grandparents are worn out with years and not so energetic. They surely treasure the chance to form close ties with their grandchildren, but it’s wiser to say no when only the youth could enjoy themselves, for the travel should be a win for everyone involved.
